I will conduct my participation in a safe manner, agreeing not to wear headphones or be accom-

panied by pets or bicycles. I also grant the Coeur d’Alene Marathon Association the right to use my 

photo and/or likeness for promotion of this or any future Coeur d’Alene Marathon events. Having read 

this, I for myself and anyone entitled to act on my behalf, waive and release the North Idaho Centennial 

Trail Foundation, North Idaho Trail Runners, North Idaho College, USA Track & Field, and all sponsors 

and their representatives from all claims or liabilities of any kind arising out of my participation in this 

event.

The course is relatively flat, however there is a significant hill in 

the later half of the marathon course. The Half Marathon fol-

lows the same course as the marathon with a turn at approx. 6.55 

mi. The 5k course utilizes the Centennial Trail in Riverstone. 

A $30.00 fee applies for all non-returned timing 

chips.
